ENGLISH MARTYR FOR THE WEEK: Humphrey Middlemore. Humphrey Middlemore was from a wealthy family and became
a Carthusain Monk, making his profession at Charterhouse in London. The buildings from this 14t century priory remain in part,
close to the Barbican. Following the marriage of King Henry VIII to Anne Boleyn, and the refusal by the King to recognise the
authority of the Pope and the Catholic church, representatives of the Kind visited the Charterhouse to demand that the monks
professes their allegiance to the King. Humphrey and many of his fellow monks refused, and were imprisoned in the Tower of
London. They were released for a time but later asked to swear an unconditional oath of loyalty to the King which they refused to do.
Humphrey was again imprisoned where he was held in chains around their necks and legs, unable to move, for weeks before being
taken to the execution site at Tyburn (near Marble Arch) where they were hanged. Humphrey had the courage to continue to profess
his faith in spite of terrible tortures and ultimately chose death rather than renounce his faith.
